	Vision and scope
The main aim of the project was to build real relationships between school and community in linking local traditions and handicraft art with vocational training of the children. In the area painting eastern eggs is a very old tradition menaced in the modern time by the disparitia or by tendency in loosing the oldest models replaced by kitschy or commercial design. The scope was to identify a group of talented children and to offer a professional training in painting Easter or Decoration Eggs. A second aims was to increase the visibility of the handicrafts products in urban area in order to improve the economic life of the village.


	Background

Brodina is a small village in the north east part of Romania near the Ukraine border surrounded by small mountains in a timber land area. The habitants are Romanian and Ukrainian peoples sharing common values, traditions and handicrafts. The intercultural life has imposed an original style in painting Easter Eggs in this isolated corner. In hundred of years of cohabitation many themes were taken up from different regions but was assumed in an original way. The aim of the project is to inventory all traditional themes, colors and designs and to train youth and children in painting eggs in a specific way. Some of trainees could become handicraftsman perpetuating the tradition and contributing to a better life for their family.
