	Objectives and their putting into practice

· Creating database containing information and documents with the history, legislation and functioning of the European Union – student group work, searching the web, collaboration with the EU representatives in the region.     
· Producing some informative and descriptive materials about the traditions, the socio-cultural and economical background of Gurahont and its surroundings – student group work, producing a TV programme aired by the area cable, brochures, leaflets, calendars.   

· Editing newsmagazines on paper and in electronic format for the benefit of the local community by groups of students – student group work.  

· Stimulating the interest of local community for the results of the educative process through periodical dissemination of the evaluation and frequency of all students in the school – marks and frequency posted on the website of the school and updated by a group of students monitorised by a teacher.  

· Developing communicational skills between the school and the parents of the students by the use of mass-media means and the Internet – accessing the website of the school with the evaluation results of the students by their parents.
